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18 Did YOU Vote?!

The Elementary School Bond
Vote on Tuesday, the 12th of March
was too close to be truly representative
of what Oneida County wants to do.
Voter turnout was too low, and rumor
has it low voter turnout favors single-
issue ballots, carefully timed to avoid
general election turnout.

Adversarial politics are fine for the
various positions that are filled every
couple of years, with individuals try-
ing to make a difference. When poor
choices are revealed, they can be re-
placed in the next election.

Adversarial politics are not appro-
priate for issues that can affect every-
one for decades. For the new school
bond to barely pass, or barely fail, re-
flects an underlying problem that re-
mains unsolved until a very agreeable

plan is proffered. The community does
not need to be divided over what should
be done. The community should be in-
formed beyond the knee-jerk emotional
justifications for a new building pro-
moted by the school district; the com-
munity resources lost to such a plan are
unlikely to be replaced. It’s about more
than the children. It’s about more than
school district control. It’s in the best
interests of the community to choose a
plan that is practical, affordable, and
not destructive.

The next attempt to promote this
ill-conceived new school bond vote
is announced for August. . . another
single-issue ballot timed to avoid the
general election turnout!

If you did not vote in March, please
get yourself informed (this issue of The
Scrutineer is intended to help!) and be
prepared to vote in August.
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If you know anyone that failed to vote in
March, willfully or by neglect, encourage them to
wake up and smell the issues.

Your vote is important; it’s twice as im-
portant when you vote “No!”.

So what happened to the “one man, one vote”
principle? Well. . . first of all, for more than a
hundred years, women also have the right, privi-
lege, and obligation to be informed, and to vote.
Secondly, this is not an ordinary election; the
wise State of Idaho requires large financial obliga-
tions paid by the property-owning community to
be so agreeable that two-thirds of the votes
cast must be in favor of the bond.

So every “No!” vote cancels two yes votes.
To be so agreeable, the purpose of the bond

must be supported with a good plan.
This bond cycle, the plan appears to be “Ap-

prove a big gob of money, and the Oneida County
School District #351 will start making better de-
cisions about what to do with it.”

Four years ago (for the last elementary school
bond cycle), the plan included at least a pro-
posal for a new elementary school building (simi-
lar to one built in Lewiston, Utah). This current
plan is to build something “according to the stan-
dards for school buildings of so-many square feet”
and promising community input, after the bond
passes, to work out the details.

Well. . . after the bond passes, the superinten-
dent and school board are no longer compelled to
listen to anyone (until the next school board elec-
tions!). It is likely an “executive decision” will be

made by an educator, not an engineer or architect,
and any community input dismissed with small re-
gard.

There is a real plan outlined elsewhere in
this paper. It is more practical, more account-
able, not destructive, and much less expensive
than the proposed bond plan. It’s an afford-
able plan that accomplishes more than the bond
would:

Renovate and respect the value of the
existing Malad Elementary School and

Auditorium buildings.

You have the power. Vote!

The school board members and su-
perintendent have a lot to do in their
meetings, what with hiring and firing
coaches and teachers, and a lot of other
administrivia. Rather than compound
their workload with concerns about the

elementary school issue, let’s create a
School Block Renovation Panel,
made up of focused individuals inter-
ested in effectively managing the incre-
mental renovation of the Malad Elemen-
tary School and Auditorium buildings.

This Panel would be answerable to
the school board, but dedicated to iden-
tifying what needs to be done, how
much can be done in 90 days, and how
to stage materials before the summer
work span; to coordinate with expert
advice from a retained renovation ar-
chitect providing specifications for all
work; to supervise contracted work; to
respond to the community; and to make
sure all monies are carefully spent, to
the end of renovating the buildings to
be proud, functional, and a grand re-
source for the community.

The Panel should be small, perhaps
three persons; unpaid; work and play
well with everyone.
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24 Next Vote

The proposed August vote is still a
few months away.

There is no reason it cannot be a
levy vote, for renovation. We can expe-
dite getting the job done by getting past
the delusion that a new building is the
only way, if only voters can be shamed
into passing a new school bond.
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25 Reprieve!

Did you vote? The Malad Elemen-
tary School building has been granted
a reprieve. . . but, just barely. The
New School Bond failed with a very
slim margin. It seems likely the school
district will try again as soon as possi-
ble, hoping it will barely pass.

It’s an odd privilege, for the school
district to have the right for up to four
bond or levy votes a year, independent
of the more legitimate votes for can-
didates in November. Staging a vote
is not free; the failed bond vote in
March cost thousands of dollars. (At
least contributions to The Scrutineer
are voluntary!)

I understand better now what I was
told by the superintendent last fall:
school bond votes are more likely to
pass in March (or, by other single-
issue ballots) than in November. It
was a curious remark, and at that
time I missed the obvious explanation:
low voter turnout favors divisive issues!
Barely 50% of Oneida County voters
turned out in March for this significant
decision. The impact of this decision
could be felt for decades.
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26 Freedom

Freedom is not free. This applies
to free speech as much as it may to
sovereignty.

The printing and mailing expense
for each issue of The Scrutineer is not
horrendous, but it is not insignificant,
either!

Local prospects for advertising have
been skitterish, although several have
made substantial anonymous contribu-
tions. More is needed.

If the new school initiative is
successfully thwarted, and the more rea-
sonable plan of renovation via levy is
accepted, the costs of producing The
Scrutineer will be returned manifold to
all Oneida County taxpayers.

The Chadwick Report objectively
considers renovation of the elemen-
tary school and auditorium buildings.
Anthony Young prepared an informa-
tive sheet quoting pertinent parts.

Based upon our review of the read-
ily observable structural elements, it is
estimated that the existing structure has
an additional 15-20 years of service-life
remaining.

Do nothing, and it isn’t the end of the
world.

With the upgrades listed in the report, we
estimate the structure to have an addi-
tional 25 years of service-life remaining.

Invest a few million dollars wisely, and
the renewed life is 45 years. (Maintain
it and its life is unlimited!)

Mechanical and Plumbing: Most of the
HVAC and plumbing equipment needs to
be replaced. If it is desired to have Air
Conditioning throughout the building, we
would recommend replacing the entire sys-
tem with new rooftop units.

No surprise here, infrastructure wears
out. . . even in a new building, these
parts will not last “75+” years.

Electrical: Refurbish/replace all electri-
cal distribution equipment over 30 years
old, increase the number of receptacles
and branch circuits in the classrooms, re-
place fire alarm system, replace/repair ex-
terior lighting, and upgrade the intercom
system. Upgrade the light fixtures to high
efficiency LED lighting.

All original electrical wiring is in con-
duit, which can be reused. It is not nec-
essary to tear out walls and replace the
conduit.

Network wiring can be enclosed
in new raceways, supporting future
upgrades without surface-mounted
eyesores. Intercom, clock synchro-
nizing systems, and security cam-
eras will use network infrastruc-
ture.

Exterior: Consider replacing some of
the site concrete including stairs and
handrails. Consider regrading portions
of the site around the building to ensure
positive drainage away from the build-
ing. Consider rerouting roof or over-
flow drains away from walkways and away
from the building. Consider making more
of the building entrances accessible, at
least 60%.

Refreshing the landscape and sidewalk
design will greatly improve the building
appearance. Some trees have grown too
big and are too close to the building.

Masonry and Foundation: The concrete
appears to be in satisfactory condition.
Consider sealing, patching and repairing
any cracks. The brick appears to be in
satisfactory to good condition. Consider
sealing all holes and penetrations in the
brick veneer. Patch and repair concrete
window sills. Replacing sealant around
openings as required.

Maintenance that needs to be caught
up.

Doors: Consider replacing the exterior
doors and sidelights with insulated doors
using tempered glazing. Use ADA Acces-
sible door hardware.

A plus for energy efficiency, making the
renovated building snug and inviting.

Windows: Consider replacing the exterior
windows with insulated units. Consider
removing the glass block and infilling with
framing and insulation.

The glass block is actually period
pretty. Remove the paint and let the
light back in!

Soffits and Fascia: Consider scraping and
repainting all of the wood soffits and fas-
cia. Replace any areas with water damage
as required. Seal gaps and openings.

Mostly cosmetic and can be done even
when school is in session.

Roof: Roof drains should be kept clean.
Consider replacing the roof. Add board in-
sulation with proper slopes to the drains.
Inspect substrate and repair where neces-
sary.

More stuff that might be done outside
the summer vacation schedule.

Interior Building Conditions: Consider
replacing floor coverings and base trim
throughout the building. Consider replac-
ing, repairing, painting ceiling tiles and
panels. Consider replacing the classroom
doors and hardware. Consider replac-
ing wall coverings throughout or remov-
ing the coverings and repairing the wall
finish in its place. Consider replacing the
cabinets and plastic laminate countertops
and window sills. Consider using fixtures
and accessories that comply with ADA ac-
cessibility guidelines. Consider updating
the kitchen with appropriate wall finishes,
floor finishes, and equipment.

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29 The Proper Role. . .

The Proper Role of Government
essay #1

To be secure in our Personal Property
I have been asked to write concerning the school

board bond measure, from the perspective of the U S
Constitution. I have also been asked to write concerning
the current effort to improve the county building codes,
from the same perspective. The problem with both re-
quests, is that the Constitution was written to manage
inter-state and foreign governmental affairs. These two
issues are local in nature and therefore not covered by
the jurisdiction of the Constitution. However, there is an-
other founding document I shall consider.

Within the opening remarks of the Declaration of In-
dependence, Thomas Jefferson lays out the case of the
American Colonists for the act of revolution, to be be
judged, not by their fellow colonists, but by the peoples
of the world. Jefferson boldly declares, above all other
reasons about to be put forth, that their justification was
primarily based on the following principles, with these fa-
mous words:

“We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are
created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with cer-
tain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty
and the pursuit of Happiness.”

And
“That to secure these rights, Governments are instituted

among Men, deriving their just powers from the consent of
the governed”

But what is it, exactly, Jefferson is trying to tell us,
and how does it relate to either a school bond measure,
or county building codes? To understand this relationship
I will deconstruct these two statements.

A self-evident truth is one so obvious to the body
of man, that no further justification is warranted. For ex-
ample, it is self-evident, man requires air to live. Or, in
other words, pulling a phrase from the preceding para-
graph, these are universal truths, passed down to man

from “Nature’s God” and no further justification need be
provided. To be endowed, according to Websters 1828
dictionary, is to be furnished with a portion of estate. As
applied here we are specifically furnished with a portion
of Nature’s God’s Estate; Finally, an unalienable right
is one that cannot be alienated or transferred. You can-
not abandon or give up this right, it is part of your very
existence. For the purpose of this Declaration, Jefferson
proclaims that chiefest among all self-evident, divinely
endowed, and unalienable rights are, Life, Liberty and
the pursuit of Happiness.

Jefferson is demonstrating his vast education by
pulling from an earlier political philosopher and theolo-
gian, one to whom much of the civilized world would al-
ready be familiar with, John Loche. In Loche’s second
Treatise on Government, he lays out the conditions under
which a body of people shall be justified for revolution,
namely in protection of these three specific self-evident,
divinely endowed, and unalienable rights. But Loche uses
a slightly different wording, “Life, Liberty, and Property .”

It is vital that the reader understand why Jefferson
chose to change the word Property to the Pursuit of Hap-
piness. Taken out of historical context, it would be easy
to preclude property in exchange for happiness. In his
first draft, Thomas Jefferson attempted to pin the sin of
slavery on the head of King George III. However, fear-
ing this would alienate the southern states, the commit-
tee of Jefferson, Franklin, and Adams, choose to remove
any mention of slavery. However, knowing that the word
property, without any other reference to the condemna-
tion of slavery would empower the south in the future, to
anchor further slavery questions to this declaration, they
expanded Property to all endeavors pertaining to the
“Pursuit of Happiness.” Thus it becomes obvious that
the self-evident, divinely endowed, and unalienable right
to property was not replaced, but expanded upon. These
inspired men realized that personal property was nec-
essary to the formation of a free society, but also rec-
ognized that there was more to be gained, and that they
could accomplish their goals in greater measure, while
still providing a foundation for a future without slavery.

Our Founding Fathers understood that without
Private Property, there is no Liberty. And it was for
the protection of this and the other two rights, Life and
Liberty, that governments are created. In other words,

there is no other just reason for a government that is
unable or unwilling to protect these rights, and under
such circumstances the people are justified, nay required
by Nature’s God to overthrow that government and put in
it’s place one that can and will protect these rights.

What is Personal Property? At it’s simplest level it is
the manifestation of one’s labor. Consider the following
from Frédéric Bastiat:

“Man can live and satisfy his wants only by ceaseless labor;
by the ceaseless application of his faculties to natural resources.
This process is the origin of property.

But it is also true that a man may live and satisfy his wants
by seizing and consuming the products of the labor of others.
This process is the origin of plunder.

Now since man is naturally inclined to avoid pain — and
since labor is pain in itself — it follows that men will resort to
plunder whenever plunder is easier than work. History shows
this quite clearly. And under these conditions, neither religion
nor morality can stop it.

When, then, does plunder stop? It stops when it becomes
more painful and more dangerous than labor.

It is evident, then, that the proper purpose of law is to use
the power of its collective force to stop this fatal tendency to
plunder instead of to work. All the measures of the law should
protect property and punish plunder.

But, generally, the law is made by one man or one class of
men. And since law cannot operate without the sanction and
support of a dominating force, this force must be entrusted to
those who make the laws.

This fact, combined with the fatal tendency that exists in
the heart of man to satisfy his wants with the least possible ef-
fort, explains the almost universal perversion of the law. Thus
it is easy to understand how law, instead of checking injustice,
becomes the invincible weapon of injustice. It is easy to under-
stand why the law is used by the legislator to destroy in varying
degrees among the rest of the people, their personal indepen-
dence by slavery, their liberty by oppression, and their property
by plunder. This is done for the benefit of the person who makes
the law, and in proportion to the power that he holds.”

Consider that a legislative body is not limited to a fed-
eral or even a state government. Legislative bodies are
any body politic empowered on behalf of the majority to
create laws. In this manner, a city council or county com-
mission may constitute a legislative body. Furthermore,
during a popular election, the majority of votes, may also
constitute a legislative body. Therefore, in this latter ex-
ample, the plunder committed, may be committed by the

majority on the minority of a community. Here-in lies
the inherent dangers of a Democracy, and why our
Founders sought to establish a Republic instead. Ben-
jamin Franklin once described Democracy as two wolves
and a sheep voting on what’s for dinner and a republic is
a well armed sheep.

Now back to the two measures in question. The first is
a desire by some to build a new school. To do so, they
can either voluntarily raise the funds themselves or in-
voke government and the power of the law to plunder
the property of their neighbors. An additional injustice
is revealed as individuals are found financially unable to
satisfy the initial public demand (property tax increase).
Subsequently, they lose that very property when the mea-
sure imposed the first legalized plunder, and now an ad-
ditional plunder is applied to acquire the land itself.

The second is a county that desires, in the name of
public safety, to put restrictions on the use of one’s pri-
vate property, this is masked by the simplified require-
ment to gain permission from the government prior to
performing any labor, and is enforced by the power
of the law. Independent of any risk to the general pub-
lic, if you fail to gain legal approval (file for a permit),
even though the labor performed had no impact on pub-
lic safety, you are still found in violation of the law. Thus
in order to more easily impose the will of the legislative
body, the law primarily focuses on whether or not permis-
sion was received before the labor was performed and
not against the actual restriction, imposed to support the
health and safety of the community. Failure to comply
invokes that same power to legally plunder your la-
bor. This time, in the form of penalties and ultimately,
the potential denial of Liberty through imprisonment.
This issue is even more unjust when the issue regarding
the regulation in question is for something other than
public safety.

So it comes down to the choice: will we live in a soci-
ety that values Life, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Happiness,
including the right to be secure in our Personal Property,
or will we live under a tyrannical mob?

3- We are willing to go to great lengths
to insure the safety of our children.

So what makes us different? Setting
aside the issue of whether the school should
be updated or replaced, upon which many
opinions vary, it all boils down to taxes. If
you were to poll the community members
about the reason they voted No, the num-
ber one reason would be, I dont want taxes
to be raised.

How do we breach the gap in our opin-
ions? Could it be possible to start today
and begin to raise the funds for our school
through voluntary donations? If we can
raise it through mandatory taxes, then we
should be able to raise it without them.
The people who would not donate voluntar-
ily are the very people whose rights would
be protected by raising the funds this way.
As I see it, this would be a solution that
everyone could agree upon.

If we put our heads together, we could
come up with a lot of great ways to earn
money. One possibility we could consider,
is opening up the naming of the school
to the largest donor. There are elemen-
tary schools all over the country that were
named this way.

How many years has the question of an

elementary school bond been going on? Are

we to ten yet? If we had started raising

money back then, there is a good chance

that we could have had enough to pay for

the school by now. Instead, we are still in

the same position we were then but with

failed election after failed election driving

wedges in our community. If we dont

change our approach, the cycle will keep

going on and on.
